HCL’s LadderSafe provides a cost-effective solution 
that secures portable ladders to the building or structure
for the purposes of temporary access.

The use of portable ladders for temporary access &
maintenance must be restricted to a maximum of 9m and
should be positioned such that the operative can reach the
required area without overreaching.

LadderSafe comprises two components;

1) a pair of anchorage points fixed to the structure

2) a pair of straps (LadderStraps) which, when tensioned,
secure the ladder in position.

The anchors are installed approximately 2m above 
ground level and up to a maximum of 5m apart, one 
either side of the desired ladder position.The LadderStraps
are then attached to the anchors and to each ladder
stringer before being tensioned against each other to
secure the ladder in place.

For added fall protection, once at the work position the
user can connect themselves to the rung directly in front
of them via the use of a full body harness and large snap
hook.This not only gives a guide to prevent over 
reaching but assists stability in the event that the user 
was to slip whilst in position.

When developing maintenance solutions which incorporate
the use of temporary ladders, thought must always be given
to the point where access is required and whether the
ladder used will be footed. Footing ladders within roadways
or on areas of soft landscaping is not recommended.

MAINTENANCE 
To satisfy the requirements of the Provision and Use of
Work Equipment Regulations (PUWER) 1998 it is essential
that the proprietary anchors are inspected & tested by
HCL a minimum of every 24 months.This essential
maintenance not only ensures that a user remains fully
protected as intended but it ultimately prolongs the life
of the system.
